Your parent sign-up code is: HLCCparents

This code effectively acts like a one-time pass code so any parent signing up will only need to use it once -
the very first time they login. Parents need to click on the words 'use it here' in this box on the right hand
side of the 'sign in' page:

The sign-up code goes in the top box, they fill in the rest of the details and set their own password.

The Sign-up code identifies the user as a parent so they are kept totally separate from your live students
(they'll appear on your 'Advanced' page with a leaving year of 2050) - from this point onwards, once their
account is set up, they login with their email address and whichever password they set for themselves on
the above sign-up page.

Jeremy Deller uses rare and unseen footage
to trace connections between strike action,
protest and political unrest and the acid
house and rave culture of Britain in the
19805 and early 90s. The film documents
Deller describing his version of this history
to A-Level students in North London in
2018 and incorporates their reactions and
questions.

Deller won the Turner Prize in 2004 and
represented Britain at the Venice Biennale
in 2013. He lives and works in London. Over
the past three decades he has produced a
number of remarkable large-scale public
realm projects, exploring various facets of
pop culture and history.
